It is the opinion
of parents and mass media that this district lacks quality education and gets
poor result in SSLC result every year. In addition to this, 35.54% state rank 34
in 2017-18, 53.95% state rank 34 in 2018-19, 56.93% state rank 33 in 2019-
20, 80.71% state rank 33 in 2021-22, 73 in 2022-23. .94% ranked 35th in the
state, consecutively in the last five years in the district Presently, for the year
2024-25, to consider the steps that can be taken to improve quality education

BIDAR DISTRICT

Bidar district is located in northern part of Karnataka and Kalyan is in
Karnataka region. The district shares interstate borders with both the states of
Maharashtra and Telangana. It was a part of the erstwhile Nizam State.

Hence there are Marathi and Urdu medium schools in Bidar. In SSLC result
2022-23, the district is ranked 33rd in the state. 77.3% pass in SSLC overall state,
75.88% in Bidar in Kannada language (75.88%), English 87.28%, Urdu 67.89%,
Marathi 64.37%, Urdu, Marathi medium children in result. There is a reason why
learning is lagging behind in Kannada subject for less progress. Hence there are
Marathi and Urdu medium schools in Bidar. In the SSLC result 2022-23, the district
is ranked 32nd in the state. In SSLC, 87.5% passed in the state, while 82.12% in Bidar.
In the case of Kannada language (68%) its poor performing area was found due to
high failure rate. Mathematics (64.7%) and Science (63.12%). In such a situation, what
steps would you like to take to improve performance?

BELLARY DISTRICT
This district is bounded by Raichur District on the north, Koppal District,
Vijayanagara district on the west, Chitradurga District and Davanagere District on
the south, and Anantapur District and Kurnool District of Andhra Pradesh on the
east.

Educationally, Bellary district has 1358 primary and high schools with 131622
students enrolled. There is lack of necessary basic facilities in these schools. The
survey reveals that 74.62% of the school rooms are in poor condition. A total of 6
KGBV in the district. Residential Schools and 2 K.K.G.B.V. Residential schools are in
only 3 taluks of the district. There is a need for residential schools for Kasturaba Girls
(KGBV). Residential schools are needed to mainstream out-of-school children.
Parents S.S.L.C. After that, the education of girls is prevented due to marriage and
other reasons.

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Capacity building of guest teachers: A case study

A total of 18288 teacher posts are vacant in Kalaburagi division in the year 2022-23 due to
general transfer/retirement/death of government primary school teachers and other
reasons. The government has successfully filled 10,812 Vacancies in phase-1 and 5,229 in
phase-2. Additionally, 2,618 guest teachers have been recruited through the Akshara Mitra
Yojana program under the grant of the KKRDB. Notably, Raichur district, identified as an
aspirational district, is expected to face a significant teacher shortage in the year 2022-23,
with a total of 3,731 vacancies arising from general transfers, retirements, and other
factors. Complaints have been received from the public about the filling up of such
vacancies by guest teachers and there have been many protests by public organizations.
The general sentiment among the public is one of scepticism concerning the quality of
education provided by guest teachers.

In this background, how will you take action for the capacity development of the guest
teachers of Raichur district? Present this through group discussion.
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Training to graduate primary school teachers: A case study.

A total of 1777 graduate primary school teacher posts have been sanctioned in Koppal
district. Currently, 1220 of these posts. After notifications were issued for direct
recruitment of the remaining 557 vacant posts, 484 graduates were selected as primary
school teachers. However, only 476 candidates attended counselling, and ultimately, only
443 received appointment orders. These newly appointed teachers, who possess degrees
in various subjects, have reported to their assigned schools and begun working. However,
there are complaints from the public, parents, and existing teachers that no training is
being provided to these new recruits. This lack of training raises concerns about the
quality of education being delivered, as the Department of Education grapples with the
challenge of equipping its newest teachers with innovative teaching methods and
fostering effective learning environments for their students.

So, what action to be for effective teaching preparation for newly recruited graduate
primary school teachers? Have a group discussion and present what actions you will take.
